I am urging you to revoke the building permit and variance, that was granted by the San
Diego Planning Commission, for the proposed “Kensington Terrace"” project at the corners of
Adams Avenue and Marlborough. As was stated by the Planning Commission Chairman, the
project is far too large for the cozy community atmosphere that Kensington residents
currently enjoy, and embrace. And it threatens to alter a neighborhood quality that has
been built over many decades.

The impact on traffic and parking will be substantial and is not adeguately allowed for in
the plan. '

The traffic study that was done by the city assumed that Adams Avenue was wider than it
actually is. The proposed lane changes to Adams Avenue are inappropriate for the narrow
width of the street. Additionally, it must be taken into account that Kensington is far
more vulnerable to traffic increases than many if not most other San Diego neighborhoods
of similar size because there are only two primary streets for access and egress
{Kensington and Marlborough}, both of which are wvery narrow.

Of the 112 underground parking spaces in the building, approximately 20 are planned for
use by the general public. This number is at the complete discretion of the developer and
could easily be reduced or eliminated. The neighborhood will alsec lose at least five
street parking spots with the proposed widening of Marlborough Avenue. The net increase,

if any, of parking spots is far below the demand that will be generated by nine homes and
over 32,000 square feet of business and office space. Additionally, the developer plans to’
charge parking fees for the use of these few spaces. Paid parking is for major business
areas, not for family communities such as Kensington. And, paid parking will only
discourage people from using the spaces forcing more congesticen into the neighborhood.

Kensington neighborhood businesses are currently comprised primarily of one-story
buildings as are most along the entirety of Adams Avenue. The proposed Xensington Terrace
project at three stories is clearly inappropriate for the neighborhood and seems
inceonsistent with the San Diego Planning Department’s Mid-City Plan which strives to allow
neighborhoods to maintain their unique identity and cultivate an environment for family
living. If allowed, this building will be, by far, the largest on all of Adams Avenue. The
magnitude of this project threatens to irrevocably change the warm and welcoming character
of Kensington, and the associated congestion will make it more difficult, and dangerous,
for families to enjoy the neighborhood library and park.

The developer and architect have stated that they need the building to be as large as it
is in order to justify the cost of the project. They need to charge for parking to defray
the tremendous cost of building an underground parking structure. If the requirement for
financial success comes at the price of substantially altering the character and guality
of the neighborhood to the detriment of some eight hundred families, then the viability of
the project must be seriously questioned.

Furthermere the developer has already demonstrated that he will go beyond what is approved
by the city to maximize his profits. The buildings on the Northwest corner of Marlborough
Drive and Adams Avenue were built by the same individual who, following the completion of
construction, added 6 to 10 feet to the building height to accommodate cell phone
antennas.

Many Kensington residents have come before the city for approval of plans to improve their
homes. We have had to withstand intense.scrutiny so as not to unreasonably impose on our
neighbors or disturb the character of our homes and thus our neighborhood. By no means
would a residential building project that posed such a dramatic impact on the surrounding

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community as Kensington Terrace be approved by the city of San Diego. Kensington Terrace
must be held to the same standards as the residents of Kensington to maintain the
personality of the community and the integrity of the city. I urge you to reverse the
approval for a height variance that was granted by the planning commission to the
developers of Kensington Terrace.

Dear Council President Peters and Members of the City Council:

We represent Terrace Partners, L.P. (the “Partners”) regarding its application for the Kensington
Terrace mixed-use development (the ‘“Project”), For the reasons summarized below, among others,
the Partners respectfully requests that you deny the appeal of the Planning Commission’s approval
of the Project as recommended to you by staff.

REQUESTED ACTION

We request on behalf of the Partners that you deny the appeal from the Planning Commission’s
certification of the Project’s Mitigated Negative Declaraton (“MND”), the approval of Planned
Development Permit and the Vesting Tentative Map and confirm the Planning Commission’s
decision. ‘

A bound summary of the Kensington Terrace Project and a brdef history of its evolution are
enclosed with this letter as Enclosure 1.

POLICY AND REGULATION CONFORMANCE

The Project is consistent with and implements all of the City’s applicable land use policies, including
the Progress Guide and General Plan, the Mid-City Community Plan, and the Central Utbanized
Planned District Ordinance. The Project requests a height deviation provided by the CN-1-3 Zone
to allow a portion of the center of the Project to fise to 38 feet after stepping back from the
intersection of Adams Avenue and Marlborough Drive as described more fully below. The Project
meets the City’s standards regarding to Sustainable Buildings. The Project is located one block for
Bus Route 11 and two blocks from Interstate 15. It fulfills the City’s Strategic Framework and the
City of Villages strategy to locate new projects close to public transportation, while at the same time
contributing to the reduction of carbon emissions in comphance with AB 32 standards. The Project
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is also consistent with the requirements of the City’s Inclusionary Housing Ordinance. The
Ordinance requires that developments of 10 ot more residential units set aside 10% of the units as
affordable. This multi-use project provides for only nine residential units. The Project will satisfy
the requirements of the Ordinance through payment of the in-lieu fee at building permit issuance. A
letter from the San Diego Housing Commission regarding the Project and the Ordinance is enclosed
as Enclosure 2.

SUPPORT

This proposed height increase was reviewed and unanimously supported by the Kensington
Talmadge Planning Group 15-0-0 in a vote taken in July 2007. The project was reviewed and
unanimously approved by the same Planning Group 9-0-0 in a vote taken October 2007 and
approved by the Planning Commission 5-1 in a vote taken in November 2007. The Project
continues to be supported by the majority of residents and businesses in Kensington as evidenced
by the letters and electronic mail messages that supporters have sent to members of the City
Council.

COMMUNITY INPUT

Despite the fact that the appellant is unhappy with the proposed Project, the Kensington Talmadge
community as a whole has responded positively to it and has voted in favor of it on multiple
occasions. The goal of the Partners from the outset has been to propose and develop a Project that
will fit in with the community and provide a benefit to the neighborhood through residences and
necessary businesses in 2 welcoming and hospitable setting. The Project is the result of years of
consultation with the Kensington community, The original proposal was redesigned and modified
countless times to reflect the interests and input from the neighbors. In fact, the Project was
redesigned in its entirety in June 2007 to reflect community input. Enclosed with this letter as
Enclosure 3, Summary of Contacts, is a summary of meetings and contacts that the Parmers has had
over the years with both organized groups and individuals with respect to the Project and its design.

It is unfortunate that despite years of working with the community, the appellant temains dissatisfied
with the proposed Project. The appellant’s dissatisfaction is clearly not the result of a lack of effort
on the part of the Partners. Individual taste cannot be accounted for in each and every Project in the
City and individuals perceive structures and change in their immediate surroundings in varied ways.
Nonetheless, the Partners believe that the proposed Project 1s one that will become 2 useful and
desirable part of the community.

LEADERSHIP in ENERGY and ENVIRONMENTAL DESIGN

Not only will the proposed Project seamlessly become part of the commuaity, it will be a sustainable
development project. The Partners will ensure that the Project incorporates sustainable strategies.
For instance, the Project will include a green roof that will be planted with the appropriate plants to
contribute to water savings for the Project. It is the intenton of the Partners to be certified by
LEED (“Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design”), a voluntary, consensus-based national
rating system for developing high-performance, sustainable buildings. The program is supported
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and promoted by the State of California which requires that government buildings meet LEED
standards. The proposed Project will take the initiative to protect and not diminish the environment.

LANDSCAPING

City regulations require that 2 minimum of five trees be planted along Adams Avenue. The
Partners are doubling that and installing 10 24-inch boxed trees. The Partners will plant four tress
along Marlborough Dnve and five trees rather than the required four along Edgeware Road. The
trees will be 1n addition to shrubs and groundcover. These trees will replace a eucalyptus tree that
the appellant would like to see remain on site. Unfortunately, that one non-natdve tree will have to
be removed to accommodate the Project, but the tree is neither a sensitive biological resource nor
contiguous with a sensitive habitat. The Partners in good faith believe that the approximately 20
other trees on site will provide a soothing green area conducive to pedestrian activites.

THE HEIGHT DEVIATION IS APPROPRIATE

As staff has discussed in the staff report and its responses to comments, the proposed height
deviaton is appropriate for this location. If the Project were built in strict conformance with the
zone requirements and limitadons, it would be 50 feet tall on one side and 30 feet tall on the other.
The appellant is trying to have it both ways: the Project is not aesthetically pleasing with the
articulations and varying elevations of the structure but it should be built in strict conformance with
the zone. One can fairly and easily imagine that the appellant would be extremely dissatisfied with a
building that is 50 feet tall on one side, 30 feet tall on another and of box-like proportions. Staff’s
appreciation of the nuances of the structure is clearly lost on the appellant. The community and staff
alike agree with the Partners that the proposed Project, though eight feet higher in the center of the
structure, will be significantly more desirable than a box-like structure that the zone would support
without input from the community.

FURTHER ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW IS NOT REQUIRED

The Planning Commission propetly certified the Project’s MND. The Project’s potential impacts
will be mitigated to a level below significance. Thus, an Environmental Impact Report (“EIR”) is
not warranted in this case. As noted in staff’s report, an MND was propetly prepared for the Project
in connection with a Revised Inital Study and the Initial Study Checklist. While the appellant may
fear that the neighborhood will never be the same once the Project is built, this fear does not rise to
the level of substandal evidence of environment impacts. In the appellant’s opinion, the Project may
not be up to the appellant’s standards and viewpoints but a desire for either a different or no Project
does not meet the standards set by the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) that trigger
require additional environmental review, Whether an EIR is required is a matter of law, not opinion
or belief, no matter how sincerely felt.

Enclosed with this letter 2s Enclosure 4 is 2 detailed discussion of the legal adequacy of the MND
prepared for the Project and the legal basis for denying the appellant’s request that an EIR be
prepared for the Project. The appellant’s criticisms of the Project do not meer the legal standard for
requiring that an EIR be prepared for the Project.
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The opponents’ reltance on the City’s recent experience defending the MND certified by the City
Council in approving the project proposed at 301 University Avenue as reason for requiring that an
EIR be prepared for this project is misplaced. The court in the case related to the project at 301
University Avenue found that the project would result in significant, unmitgated impacts to
community character because the project proposed a 12-story building in a neighborhood of one- to
three-story buildings. This project proposes to build a three-story building in a neighborhood of
one- to three-story buildings. Further, the court found in the 301 University Avenue case that the
City’s certification of an MND for the project was technically flawed because the City did not
include the initial study checklist in the MND circulated for public review, and did not recirculate
the MND for public review inclusive of the initial study checklist. The MND circulated for public
review for this project included the initia) study checklist.

The findings of the court in the case regarding to the project proposed at 301 University Avenue in
august 2007 should not be considered as the court’s determination that MNIY's are not appropriate
for certification in connecton with development projects. Following the decision of the court in the
301 University Avenue case, the same judge, Judge Quinn, upheld a legal challenge to an MND used
to certify a project in La Jolla that included multiple variances, not deviations in a case captioned
Vaughan vs. City of San Diego. The facts of the Vaughan case are substantially more similar to the
case of the Project, than are the facts of the 301 University Avenue case.

THE TRAFFIC REPORT IS ACCURATE AND SUPPORTS THE MND

The appellant asserts that the Traffic Impact Analysis prepared for the Project is inaccurate and
mnsufficient. This position is contrary to staff’s opinion that the traffic study, prepared by a traffic
specialist, does adequately address the traffic concerns related to the Project. The basis for the report
is SANDAG’s traffic information and statistics. All of the relevant intersections and road segments
were analyzed 2s can be seen upon reviewing the report. The interface between pedestrians and
traffic was measured and pedestrian counts were performed. An arterial analysis of Adams Avenue
was prepared even though based on the current and expected traffic none was required. Contrary to
the appellant’s assertion, the freeway ramp movements were part of the traffic study. One can
review the traffic analysis with its detailed intersecion movements, segment analysis, and pedestrian
movements and understand virtually every traffic activity within the vicinity of the Project. There
will be no impact on the residential streets north of the Project. A drver with any interest in or
business connected with the Project will not choose to dnve into the residential neighborhood north
of Adams Avenue since it is simply that: a residential neighborhood with winding streets and cul-de-
sacs with no connection north of Adams Avenue to any neighborhood other than Kensington.

The appellant may complain that traffic in that residential neighborhood was not considered but the
traffic analysis shows otherwise: the area was reviewed and there will be no impact. Anyone with
knowledge of the atea could not reasonably argue otherwise. A driver will not randomly drive into a
residendal neighborhood simply because there may be businesses on the other side of the street.
Similatly, the lack of an impact does not mean the lack of analysis. No potenttal impact area went
unanalyzed. A lack of impact that the appellant may be searching for does not and cannot be
transformed into a failure of the traffic study. The facts are set forth in the study and the data was
analyzed by a properly credentialed traffic engineer and approved by the City’s traffic engineers. A
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lack of bad news for traffic as a result of the Project does not mean the study was bad: it simply
means that any traffic issues can and will be mitigated to a level below significance.

Further, the appellant may try to insinuate that this one Project must be held responsible to fix any
and all traffic problems that the appellant perceives, but the law is contrary to that position. The
Partners are required to mitigate for traffic related to its Project and the mitigation and monitoring
program not mitigation measures will be implemented as required by the Project approvals. The City
rules and regulations provide mynad methods in which to ensure that traffic is properly addressed
and the appellant’s blanket statement to the contrary is unsupportable and contrary to all of the
applicable laws. It is disingenuous to argue that the City has no enforcement mechanisms with
respect to Projects built in the City. This is particularly true where, as in this case, the Project will be
subject to a Planned Development Permit and all of its conditions.

Nevertheless, the Partners have incurred additional expenses to address the appellant’s concerns. A
supplement to the traffic study, prepared by LOS Engineering, is attached to this letter as Enclosure
5. The supplement further addresses some of the complex traffic issues initially addressed in the
MND.

4166 ADAMS AVENUE

The appellant asserts, inaccurately, that the structure at 4166 Adams Avenue is a historical site and
thus requires mitgaton. Under CEQA, the 4166 Adams Avenue property is not historically or
architecturally significant. ‘In 1996, the property was identfied in the Mid-City “Reconnaissance”
Survey as potentally significant to a potential Kensington Historic District. Little historical analysis
was conducted at the time to substantiate this determinadon. Subsequently, in 2002, a detailed
Historical Assessment was prepared which found the property not to be historically or
architecturally significant. However, largely based upon inclusion in the Reconnaissance Survey, the
property was referred to the City’s Historical Resources Board (HRB) in April, 2003. At that dme,
the Board voted not to designate the property, This 2003 determination is still valid today such that
the property is not designated nor is it significant.

In addition, the property does not qualify as a “historic resource” under CEQA code or guideline
provisions. It is not considered a “historic resource” as 2 “contributor” to an “unformed”
Kensington Historic District under the City’s established policies and procedures. Moreover, the
property is not significant under case law nor under the “fair argument” test since no “substantial
evidence” has been presented in this matter to establish any basis for significance.

Please find at Enclosure 6 and Enclosure 7 letter reports prepared by attorneys Marie Burke Lia,
Esq. and Scott A. Moomijian, Esq., respectively, elaborating on these issues.

CONCLUSION

Based on the record as a whole, no fair arpument can be made that there is substandal evidence of a
significant environmental impact. While the appellant may fear that the neighborhood will never be
the same once the Project is built, this fear is not the equivalent of substantial evidence. In the
appellant’s opinion, the Project may not be up to her standards and viewpoints, but the Partners in
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good faith believes that the Project will contribute to the local ambience of the Kensington
neighborhood and result in an improved pedestrian setting and experience. We urge you to approve
the Project. Thank you for your attention to this tatter.
