Dear City Project Manager Sricker, 

I am writing to-you on behalf of my family. We purchased a condo (4682 Edgeware Rd.) in 
the great little area known as Kensington. The reason I chose to purchase a condo in 
Kensington was because it's a close-knit community with a "Leave It to Beaver" feel. I 
mean what other area of San Diego has a Christmas tree lighting that led the mayor to 
proclaim, "I don't know any other area in San Diego like Kensington"? I also felt that 
it would be the perfect place to raise my four year old daughter. 

With this in mind, I am a business owner and feel that everyone should be given a chance 
to open a business if they chose to do so.

7. The undergound parking will exit right on Adams Avenue in front of my condo.

Dan, I am scheduled to meet with the developer tomorrow, so I will call you after that 
meeting. I can tell you that the development remains THE topic of conversation in 
Kensington. 

It would appear that City representation at the Thurs meeting is needed to guage the level 
of concern from the community. I can tell you that the extent of public noticing will be 
a certain issue, as will be the changes contemplated on Adams. 

From the FMND I received today, it would appear that NO OFFICIAL public outreach was done 
since March 2006, and definately not since the project was redesigned in June 2007 and 
hurried -through KTPG approval the following month. Also, I do not see how the traffic 
report and mitigation measures can capture the impact on the neighborhood. Just because 
an intersection changes from a failing to passing LOS does not mean the impact as a whole 
is remedied. This is a residential area and the development is encouraging significantly 
more trips on ancilary residential streets. Additionally, the 3rd lane on Adams will 
encourage more people to circumvent the over crowded Mission Gorge to 15 connector and 
speed through Kensington in an area adjacent to a park and library. 

To remedy some of these concerns, can you please comment on the CPU restrictions that will 
measure conformance with the FMND and community issues. 

Also, I feel that the community should be afforded the opportunity to understand the 
mitigation measures and BMPs that will be a condition of the construction effort before 
the project is approved. Obviously with the demolition of the gas station and number of 
construction workers will come potential impacts to the community in hazmat, air quality, 
SWPPP, traffic and parking. 

Finally, can you ensure the Adams Ave improvement drawings are posted on the website and 
distributed to the community. I have yet to find anyone who has seen these drawings.

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

Today I was brought into the fold on the neighborhood uprising regarding the Kensington 
Terrace (KT) project. As a real estate developer, one would certainly surmise that I am 
pro-development, which is generally true. 
However, upon reviewing the KT project, I am quite surprised to find that the City and 
Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee approved this project with such little community 
interaction, and only after performing a Mitigated Negative Declaration. This is 
especially alarming given the seemingly obvious 

significant impact on Adams Ave, the adjacent streets and neighborhood as a whole. 

As I'm sure you know, Kensington residents possess a strong sense of community 

and pride, partially generated by our bond over a beautiful haven adjacent to a 
challenging area (El Cajon Blvd) and a major interstate (1-15). By allowing 

this project to proceed in it's present form, you jeopardize the charm, tranquility, and 
above all, safety of this neighborhood. Additionally, Adams Ave could transform from a 
pedestrian friendly street into a region serving, 
transient thoroughfare. 

Although I have not reviewed the materials board and/or finish selections, I am generally 
impressed with the overall architecture form of the facade. 
However, I feel that the program presents several risks to the neighborhood which must be 
brought to the attention of City officials: 

1. Parking. The project is significantly over-parked at 1 space per bedroom for the 
residential and 2.1 per 1000 sf of commercial. This leads one to believe that the 
developer is vying for regional serving retail and/or will eventually combine all the 
parking to serve a "big box" retailer or grocer. 
Please note that the residential portion of the project has 2 units with 3 stalls (for a 2 
bedroom with a bonus/media room), and three 1-bedroom town homes with 2 spaces each. I 
seldom see this amount of parking even in vehicle 

dependant suburban projects. 

2. Adams Avenue Modifications. To even consider adding another lane of travel 

and a traffic signal without conducting at least an Addendum to the EIR is quite 
surprising. Especially given the pedestrian/neighborhood serving nature 

of Adams Avenue; the adjacency of a child dominated park and library; and the proximity to 
the terminus of the commercial portion of Adams. Additionally, the plan of incorporating 
a median and a class III bicycle facility pay little 
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attention to the residential nature of this village. Worth noting, to my knowledge, the 
public has not been afforded the opportunity to review and understand the plans for Adams 
Ave. They are not posted on any web site or at 

a community location, which should render the permit application and approval incomplete. 

3. Traffic Impact on Adjacent Streets. From the information I was able to obtain, the 
impact on adjacent streets was not analyzed in sufficient detail in the MND, especially 
given that the entrance to all parking is via a newly converted alleyway that is accessed 
only by traversing on Edgeware and/or Marlborough. As a parent, I would be severely 
concerned about the transient traffic and parking that will surely flow over to the 
adjacent residential streets. 

In summary, I believe that the project could be successfully developed in Kensington, but 
only following a concerted, open effort by the project team to 

meet with and address the issues of the residents. Paramount should be maintaining the 
pedestrian friendly nature of Adams Ave, and a reduction in the on-site parking as a means 
of reducing the ADTs. Included in the approval 

should be mechanisms {perhaps through a Conditional Use Permit) to ensure: 

a. the individual office and retail tenant spaces have a maximum size restriction 
consistent with a small, community serving businesses, b. certain types of commercial uses 
and tenants are prohibited; c. annual monitoring of traffic and noise impacts (at the 
developer's 
expense); 
d. residential parking will be deeded to and only used by the residences (this 

will ensure the residential remains of a quality level on par with Kensirig'ton, 

and parking counts for commercial remain true); and 
e. investigate a resident permit parking program that would allow for 
ticketing of non-residents on streets adjacent to the project. 

With the issues expressed above, and the mounting community reaction that continues to 
build, I strongly recommend pulling this project from the November Sth Planning Commission 
hearing until the Kensington residents can be 

heard.

Dear Mr. Strieker, 

While the prospect of a well-designed building at the North East corner of Adams and 
Marlborough initially sounds like a positive enhancement for the neighborhood, I feel that 
the KENSINGTON TERRACE proposal currently under review will be far too overbearing for the 
Kensington area. Three stories is too high for a community comprised of one and two story 
homes, and will bring too much capacity to a neighborhood that wants to stay small and 
comfortable. I urge you to deny the petition of the developers es currently proposed due 
to the devastating impact on traffic, parking, and community feel that it poses. I further 
urge you to give the Kensington community sufficient time to voice opinions about this 
project because despite the developer's claims that this project has been reviewed in 
"public -presentations" for the past two years, the residents of Kensington are just 
beginning to learn about it, having been kept in the dark until several weeks ago. This 
project, if approved, will change Kensington dramatically and irrevocably. The residents 
deserve sufficient time to voice their opinions. 

My wife and I love San Diego and exploring its very distinct communities, each of which 
has its own personality and character. We avoid downtown because parking is problematic 
and expensive. We restrict our visits to Hillcrest for similar reasons. The proposed 
changes to parking and the addition of paid parking in the vicinity of Adams Avenue would 
substantially reduce the warm neighborhood feel that residents and visitors currently 
enjoy. These changes would serve no one but the developers of the KENSINGTON TERRACE 
project. The parking capacity along Adams Avenue works well as it is right now. The 
proposed changes, which would make parking considerably more difficult, would threaten the 
small businesses and restaurants that currently help to give our community its charm. If a 
new building puts that much more stress on traffic, then it is too big for the 
neighborhood. If a new building puts that much more stress on parking, then the building 
footprint should accommodate the additional parking requirements. The underground parking 
that is included in KENSINGTON TERRACE'S proposal should do just that. And that additional 
parking should be free,, or those who patronize the shops and businesses will put 
additional stress on the current parking to avoid paying for parking at the new building. 
The Kensington community is flourishing with the recent addition of a restaurant and wine 
bar. The current businesses are not putting undue pressure on the neighborhood traffic or 
parking situation. KENSINGTON TERRACE'S current proposal is threatening to tip the scale 
and significantly alter the balance and feel of the small and welcoming community that 
currently exists in Kensington. 

What seems to be contributing to this dramatic change is that the proposed project is 
attempting to put too much in the available space. The neighborhood cannot maintain its 
current inviting warmth with the addition of a 3~story building. This project would very 
likely end up as the tallest structure on Adams Avenue, The developers are clearly trying 
to get as much bang for their buck as possible by adding one more story than virtually any 
other building on Adams Avenue. But the approval of this third story would bring too much 
traffic and population to the several blocks that currently describe the Kensington 
business district. 

Again I urge you to deny this petition, and encourage the developers of KENSINGTON.TERRACE 
to present a structure that is more appropriate to the size of the Kensington 
neighborhood.

I wish to voice my opposition to this .planned deveiopment. Please consider these 
following points while making your decision. 

1. The vehicular congestion on Adams Avenue during.peak times in the mornings 
and from 3:00 pm to 6:00 pm is intense. Vehicles, during these time frames are 
already bumper to bumper the entire length of Adams Avenue, from Iowa Street 
to Aldine Drive -16 blocks to the west and 6 blocks to the east!. 

2. The affected streets; Kensington and Marlborough Drives and Edgeware 
Road are already overburdened. These are narrow residential streets 
designed for vehicles as existed in the 1920s and are too narrow for the 
present SUVs, large pick-up trucks and delivery trucks. 

3. This developer's existing structure housing Starbucks, three businesses and 
condos at the same intersection has already created a huge parking problem 
as well as congestion from delivery trucks having to double park in order to 
unload.

I searched and searched for links to actual plans for this project where you 
suggested, to no avail. 
My main objections to this project are based on the impact on traffic. If you would like 
to let me know to whom I should direct traffic questions (if you don't know the answers), 
I will write to them instead. 
1. How will re-striping of Adams affect parking on Adams? If bike lanes are added, will 
parking still be allowed? Will be re-striping be done from 1-15 to Aldine? 
2. If parking is eliminated on Adams, where will cars park? 
3. Will commercial parking spot on Kensington Dr. (nr corner of Adams) still be allowed? 
This morning there were delivery trucks on both sides of Kensington Dr directly across 
from each other leaving the center of the road, one lane wide for a car to pass. Because 
the semi-trucks 
blocked my view, I had to guess whether or not a car would come around the corner off 
Adams to turn, head on, into my path. Although the one truck was parked legally,in the 
commercial spot,- the driver across the street was parked in the red. But, where else can 
he park when a delivery has to be made? This will be a big problem if a traffic light is 
installed there. It seems that the lowest-common denominator of rude human behavior must 
be planned for when talking about drivers. It is already "dicey" driving down narrow 
Kensington Dr, cars parked on both sides with extra wide work trucks or SUVs driving 
straight towards you.

Currently, my neighborhood is a somewhat isolated and quiet 
community with low crime and quiet residential streets. The proposed addition of a bank, a 8,000 sq. ft. 
supermarket, 18,0000 sq. ft. of office space and nine residential units on Adams Avenue between the streets of 
Marlborough Drive and Edgeware Rd. are going change the character of my neighborhood, for the WORSE! The 
traffic study I saw projects an additional 2,550 vehicle trips per DAY generated by the project - most of it coming 
from outside of Kensington. In addition they're going to re-stripe Adams Avenue (adding another lane) which will

1. Current plans call for a three story structure. A three story building would be larger than any ofthe 
other buildings in Kensington and would therefore be inconsistent with the size of all other buildings in 
the neighborhood. In order to maintain the aesthetics of the neighborhood, any planned development 
should be no more than two stories. 

2. Current plans call for mixed use (residential/retail/office space) occupancy with a projected increase 
of 2,479 average daily vehicle trips to Kensington. I don't believe traffic on Adams can flow smoothly 
with this increase in usage.

3} reduced parking on Marlborough and possibly Adams Ave. 

4) a 2400+ daily increase in car trips due to additional offices, shops, and condos 

5) addition of stoplight at Kensington and Adams 

6) diversion of traffic to exit Kensington 

However, a much greater issue concerns the shaky premise that a lone developer has the "right" to impose the 
above impacts (all unmistakably negative) on an entire community, without the least thought for the safety, 
comfort, and sensibilities of the community members! 

Where is the list of beneficial impacts for Kensington? 

We are quite certain that we are not alone in our outrage over this arrogant premise, which is akin to having a 
neighborhood bully enter one's back yard, announce that he and his pals are there to stay, and then deliver up 
a list of the inconveniences one must get used to! 

We, along with all the other residents of this lovely community, have worked hard to make it the desirable and 
small-town-like neighborhood that it is today, and the community should be the only entity to either approve or 
disallow significant changes—especially when the developer, and the developer alone, will reap the rewards.

• The project scale matches the urban vicinity. The development scale very closely matches the commercial-residential complex immediately west on 
Adams Avenue (that currently houses Starbucks). The proposed project merely continues that scale one block further east, in the middle of a 
commercial area. 

> The project provides numerous places for social interaction in the Kensington Village. Lewis Mumford, in his Citv in History, wrote that a key element of 
vital urban areas is the provision of just such places for increased social interaction. Such places thereby increase the extent of neighborhood 
identification as well as the vitality and stability of.the community. 

• The traffic impacts of (he project seem to have been adequately mitigated by the developer, in consultation with the City.

My name is Celia Conover and I am a 15 year resident of Kensington. I'm writing to request that you bring a 
concern that I, and many of our residents have, regarding the fate of our beloved historic Kensington sign to 
Toni Atkins attention immediately. 

The Kensington sign was erected in the early IBSO's, therefore it should qualify for review by the SD 
Historical Resources Board per the 45 Year Review Process. We are very concerned that this may not 
happen and a demolition permit may be issued within days. 

I attended the December KenTal Planning meeting on the 12th to hear the presentation 
given by Mike Koonce, from the Kensington Talmadge Community Association, on the 
Association's plans for a new Kensington sign. 

While I applaud the very professional effort this group has made lo hire designers, and to 
consider various new sign designs, I was terribly upset that absolutely nothing ofthe actual 
sign will be salvaged or updated. If a new sign is permitted by the city and buill, San 
Diego will once again needlessly loose an authentic piece of history, and Kensington's very 
special, understated icon will be cast aside for a very commercial-looking replacement. 

It was disconcerting to learn that in spite of multiple options the Kensington Talmadge Community Association 
reviewed, not.only did none of the designs include restoring and keeping the historic sign itself, but none were 
offered with a replication and simple, understated update to replace the poles & supporting cables and create a 
simplified, stronger support structure. 

Two nearly identical versions of the complete sign re-do were circulated to Kensington for a community vote 
and donations. The Association is pleased with the response and the tremendous out-poring of donations, and 
stated that the design with the arched sign won the vote. However, the flyer with the designs did not have a 
third historic option, and a great many people I have talked to did not vote because they didn't like either 
option, and don't want to lose the wonderful original. 

In a democratic fashion, we are respectfully asking that you share our concerns with our 
councilmember.Toni Atkins, and do everything in your power to be sure the historic Kensington sign 
is given a complete 45 Year Review and goes before the full Historical Resources Board to determine 
the historical significance of the sign. 

I realize this project is further complicated by the donations that have been collected by the Association, but 
there are numerous ways that the money could still be incorporated into plaques or markers while still retaining 
our historic identity. The Association indicated at the presentation that they would be willing to abide by the 
City review process, and return to their membership and to the community if their current design needs to be 
modified.

A substantive and adequate CEQA review process, as 
required under State law, has not been satisfied. A comprehensive Environmental Impact Report should have been prepared 
for this project.

"ambience of a small town" and a " small business district". Goals detailed in the development plan include, "Regulate 
building size to maintain neighborhood scale and character, "To ensure that new development is consistent with the 
neighborhood vision," To reflect the desirable historic character of commercial areas in form and function of new 
development." This project attempts to do none of these and is therefore inconsistent with the City's own adopted Ken-Tal 
Community Plan. The project, as designed, should not have been approved by the Planning Commission and their decision 
should not be upheld by the City Council.

Please represent the majority opinion of Kensington residents by voting in February to 
uphold the Planning Commission's decision of approval for Kensington Terrace.

Dear Council Members, 

I am writing to oppose the approval of the Kensington Terrace Mixed-Use project in its current 
form. 

Aside from the aesthetic objections (a development of that size would obviously destroy the 
character of our historic community) I have a practical objection that I believe would open the City 
of San Diego to enormous liability because of delays in access to emergency services in the event 
of an emergency. 

I understand that the city's traffic engineer has reviewed the planned project and made a 
determination that the level of additional traffic would be acceptable according to existing city 
guidelines; I do not believe, however, that the city's engineer has taken into account the 
"peninsular" nature of Kensington. 

A development on the scale of Kensington Terrace could easily lead to a gridlock situation seriously 
delaying, or preventing entirely, emergency service vehicles from entering or leaving the

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community in a timely manner. In order to understand my concern, you must consider that all 
access to the neighborhood north of Adams Avenue must come from one of 4 streets, 2 of which 
border the proposed project. There are no other alternatives. Cars waiting to enter or exit the 
garage of the proposed development could easily prevent traffic from flowing into OR out of the 
Kensington neighborhood for several minutes. Minutes which could mean the difference between 
life and death in an emergency where an ambulance or fire truck is stuck at a crowded Intersection 
with no other way in or out. 

I do not believe that this particular traffic situation was addressed by the city' engineer and for that 
reason you must not approve this project in its current form. Traffic patterns in a peninsular 
neighborhood must be evaluated by different standards than would be used in other 
neighborhoods. 

As you know, it is very common for residents to blame the City when unforeseen problems arise in 
their neighborhood (Mt. Soledad is a prime example). 

Here, you have been alerted to the potential hazards of approving a project whose traffic 
implications are quite literally "an accident waiting to happen." 

If this project is approved and the resulting gridlock results in the loss of life or property, the blame 
wil! rest squarely on the City Council.
