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PRELIMINARY ALLEGATIONS

A.

Parties And Standing
1. Petitioner, Community Airfields Association of San Diego (“CAASD”), is

a California nonprofit public benefit corporation. (See: www.sdairfields.org) It was

organized June 8, 2005 under the laws of the State of California. Its primary purpose is
to promote understanding and cooperation between the users of the two airports owned
and operated by the City of San Diego, California, namely, Montgomery Field
(“MYF”) and Brown Field (“SDM”), and the people who live in surrounding and
affected communities, and to promote and protect general aviation access to and safe
enjoyment of those airports. CAASD has more than two hundred members who use,
work at, or live near, Montgomery Field. They are directly affected by the airspace
encroachments and regulatory violations described herein. CAASD has standing to
petition and complain pursuant to 49 U.S.C § 46101(a)(1) and 14 CFR 13.5 (a).

Jurisdiction

2. Jurisdiction over this petition is conferred on the Administrator of the

Federal Aviation Administration by 49 U.S.C §§ 46301(d)(2), and 14 CFR 13.5, et.seq.

C.

Description of Affected Airport

3. Montgomery Field is a federally funded, public access, general civil
aviation reliever airport six miles northeast of downtown San Diego, California. It is
open 24 hours a day and is home to approximately 555 aircraft including 59 multi-
engine fixed wing aircraft, 13 corporate jets and 37 rotorcraft., (Exhibit 1) It has three
runways and several instrument approaches, including a precision ILS, and averages

669 operations per day. (www.flightaware.com) In 2006 MYF was ranked by the FAA

as the 14™ busiest airport in the United States with a control tower, for general aviation
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
