RESOLUTION _2006~207

‘ WHEREAS, the Joint Exercise of Powers Act (Calgfomia Government Code
Sections 6500, et seq.) (Act) authorizes public agencies to create a Joint Exercise of Powers
entity that has poWer to jointly exercise any power common to the contracting partes; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to said Act, a public entity has been created known as the
North Embarcadero Alliance Joint Powers Authority (Authority), which is composed of
members of the San Diego Unified Port District (District), the City of San Diego, a
municipal corporation, and the Redevelopment Agency of the City of San Diego, a public
body, corporate and politic, acting through the Centre City Development Corporition, a
non-profit public benefit corporation (CCDC); said Authority shall be an entity separate and
apart from the District, the City of San Diego, and the Redevelopmeht Agency of the City
of San Diego and CCDC; and

WHEREAS, the Authority shall be governed by 2 Board to be known as the MNosth
Embarcadero Alliance Authority Board {Authority Board); and

WHEREAS, the membership of said Authority Board shall be as follows: One (1)
clected member of the governing body of the City of San Diego; the Chairp‘grrson of the

CCDC Board or designee, and the Chairperson of the Board of Port Commissioners of the

District or designee, and each member may designate an alternate that may act in the
member’s absenéc; and v

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2005-154, adopted 11 October 2005, the Board
of Port Comimissioners of the District adapted the final schemétic design plans prepared
for the Fist Phase of the North Embarcadeso Visionary Plan and fusther authorized the
Executive Director of the District or his authotized representative tb negotiate with the
CCDC for purposes of developing terms, covenants and conditions of a Joint Powers
Agreement for the recommended First Phase of the North Embarcadero Visionary Plan to
cover preparation of the final design, construction drawing and financing; and

WHEREAS, the results of said negotiations wcrc’ to bé rc;ported ;o the Board of
Port Commissioners for further authorization, if any, for the Executive Director to enter
into a Joint Powers Agreement with CCDC; and

WHEREAS, a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement (Agreement) has been prepared
for the purpose of funding, designing and construction of the Nosth Erabarcadero area,
pursuant to the approved schematic design described on the North Embarcadero area
boundary map, attached to said Agreement as Attachment A; and

WHEREAS, the District, the City of San Diego and CCDC agree to use their
respective best efforts to procuse available funds from a variety of sources, including but
not limited to the -following: iransient occupancy tax revenue, tax increment, lease
revenues, capital development programs, Federal and State funds and/or available grants,
donations, waiver of fees, including but not limited to plan checlk and building pesmit fees
and development fees, and other sources subject to t};e approval of said Authority; and

WHEREAS, costs for the First Phase Design shall be divided equally between the
Redevelopment Agency, acting through the-CCDC, and the District; and

WHEREAS, the First Phase consists of all improvements bosdered by Broadway,
the leasehold lne of the east side of Harboe Drive, B Street and the Bay; the First i’hase
will also include temporary road improvements within the right of way to transition

between the realigned and existing Flarbor Drive outside of the First Phase boundary; and
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WEREAS, the proposed Agreement may be amended from time to time to
completé phases of worlk on the North Emi);rcadero atea pursuant m‘said Agreement or
for other purposes, NOV, THEREFORE, '

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Port Commissioners of the San Diego Unified
Port District, ag follows:

1. That the Executive Director or his authorized representative is hereby
authorized‘ and directed to enter into a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, on behalf of
the District, with the City of San Diego, the Redevelopﬁxem Agency of the Ci%y of
3an Diego, actiﬁg thtoﬁgh the Centre Cify Development Corporation, for the purpose of
funding, designing and consiruction of the North Embarcadero area, pursuant to the
approved-schematic design described on the North ﬁmbarcadcrc area boundary map,
attached to said Agreement as Artachment A

2. The term of said Agreement shall become effective upon execution by the last
of the signatories hereto, and shall continue in full force and effect for Forty (40) years or
until compl;:tion of the Project, whichever accurs fiest; provided, however, said Agreement
is subject to earlier termination in accordance with the terms, conditions and covenants
contained in said Agreement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Chairman of the Board of Port
Commissioners is hereby authorized to appoint a mcmbgr of said Board of Port
Commissioners to serve as the designee and/or alternate in the event Chaisman is unable

to attend any meeting of the Authority Board.
