With the passage of Prop. C and the amendment/addition of subsection(C) to City Charter Section 117, the
Managed Competition Independent Review Board (MCIRB) was established to advise the Mayor/City Manager
whether the proposal of City employees or that of an independent contractor will provide services more
economically and efficiently while maintaining service quality and protecting the public interest.

Please let me know if you have any recommendations/nominations for qualified candidates for the Managed
Competition Independent Review Board (MCIRB). The establishing ordinance (0-19565) calls for four Board
members who shall be private citizens whose appointment shall be subject to City Council confirmation and who
shall serve without compensation. The initial terms are staggered terms; two private citizens for a three-year
term and two private citizens for a two-year term. Thereafter, all subsequent terms by private citizens shall be
two years.

As we'd like to ensure a timely process, please provide recommendations/nominations no later than
Wednesday, September 12, 2007.
